Who can join?

• All WAGGGS and WOSM affiliated guides and 
scouts

• Planned programmes for age groups 10-11, 12-
14 and 15-17 years old

• Ages 18+: Camp staff (IST) or scout group leader

• We offer those 18–25 a rover program parallel to 
an IST or leadership assignment

+ Age limits are recommendations. We only enforce the 
minimum age limit for camp staff and leaders (18 or older)

+ Registration for the rover program is a check box within
existing registrations (group or camp staff)



As a scout or leader

• Morning: program

• Noon: lunch at your campsite

• Afternoon: hub time, explore 
camp, spontaneous activities, 
jamboree shop

• Dinner at your campsite

• Evening: hub time, campfire, 
fest, or show

As camp staff

• Wake up in IST village or your 
group's campsite

• Eat in the camp staff mess hall

• Work at your designated activity 
for the scheduled time

• After: chill with new friends, hang 
in the mess hall, go to campfire 
sing-alongs

February 15th 2026

• Your scout group gathers
participant registrations

2. Compile in a template

• To make the process 
in Scoutnet smoother.

3. Scoutnet registration

• Choose to register as 
an external group

• Fill in and submit 
group registration, 
including required 
participant details.

• Registration can be 
edited after 
submission



Registration 
policies for scout 
groups

• Last day of registration February 15th

• Invoice February/March, to be paid 
within 30 days

• Minimum one adult (over 18) onsite 
during the whole camp

• Possibility to change between 
participants until start of jamboree

• No return of payment after February 
15th
if it is not strengthened with a doctor's note.
After start of camp no return at all.



Fees

• Participants: 2800 SEK

• Leaders: 2300 SEK

• Staff-leader: 1500 SEK

• Volunteer camp staff: 0 SEK

One invoice will be sent per scout group
after registration closes February 15th, to 
be paid in whole within 30 days.



International-specific information

• Each participant must be a member of a Guide or Scout organization
affiliated with WAGGGS or WOSM

o You tick a box in your registration, we contact your international commissioner

• All adults must present a copy from their country’s criminal record 
register

o Required to show latest on site and extract cannot be older than 1 year

• All adults must complete the Swedish Safe From Harm ahead of camp 
o New English version is due to be published early 2026. We will keep you updated on this!

Our ambition is for international groups
to share kitchen equipment and other
items needed for camp life with a 
Swedish group.

If you do not already have a Twin Scout 
Group, we will assign you one as part of
the campsite placement process.

If you already have one, this should be 
included in your registration.

We call this Kompiskår in Swedish!



Practical information

• You are responsible for your own travel to and from 
the camp

• You should bring your own tents

• Bring standard camp gear and clothes suitable for 
camp life, a go-to list will be posted on our website

• All food necessary for a week of camp is included
in the fee. You collect and cook the food in your
campsite as a group

• Watertoilets and showers available onsite

• Transport of goods is acceptable in various forms
